· We have approached GOMA/State Library and best idea is to shift it to weekend, rather than a weekday, due to some members being unable to attend on a normal school day

	· There are many fragmented branches across the state that are sharing the name of QATA.  Les Hooper was invited to their first meeting.  

· We are incorporated associations 

· We are looking to further link our associations, so regional areas can see the benefit of being linked to QATA


	· Creative Generation feedback (Adam)


	· End of 2011, there was an opp for QATA to provide feedback around Creative Gen – what was working, what wasn’t.  Adam represented QATA

· Issues that many experienced in the Metropolitan show were issues with hanging, teachers arriving and work not being hung/hung incorrectly.  They were aware, and at the end of the day, it was a funding issue.  Odette Moore was running the Creative Gen.

· Feedback from the other regions, was that it was working better than the metro region.

· Discussion topics: 

· Selection Criteria – was the work displayed considered as VHA?

· Suggested move from ‘VHA’ criteria, to an ‘Excellence’ idea

· Open to Year 11/12, not just 12

· Quality of photographs is poor – however teachers are restricted by min file size

· The budget for the Creative Gen is actually reducing, not growing

· Possible agreements:

· Images will be able to be submitted to CD (unsure whether or not they will retain web submission system)

· Vetting committee be represented by various sectors, including QATA and Catholic Ed representative, not just people nominated by QSA

· Regenerating an online gallery of student submissions, ready in a ‘reasonable’ time for teachers

· Possible suggestions from QATA:

· Could we remove student workshops to improve quality of exhibition venue?

· Is anyone willing to volunteer to be the teacher that runs the Metropolitan region?

· **None of the above is finalised yet.  Odette will be taking the suggestions to Susan Hollindale for further discussion.  If you do have any other feedback, the communication lines are open.  Please forward any suggestions to Adam to pass on.
